Although the road 
was a tad bumpy in places, and a few water crossings are challenging, the recce team have agreed 
that we can Bash it. So we are well into the planning!!!!!!!. 

The recce team have also visited some of the other places we hope to visit during the 2010 Variety NT 
Bash and expect to have a full brochure out by the AGM in November so come along and hear all 
about what we will be doing.

Saturday 14 August 2010  Registration and welcome beach party on Dundee Beach. 

Sunday 15 August 2010  Pool party under the stars at Noonamah ‘Surf Club’, hosted by fellow 
Bashers Dean & Tony Innes and their crew. 

Monday 16 August 2010  Cruise with crocs, then camp like the kids we help at Variety’s Goanna 
Park. 

Tuesday 17 August 2010  Gold fever in Pine Creek. 

Wednesday 18 August 2010   Beach party movies under the stars at Mainoru. 

Thursday 19 August 2010  Dirt, dirt and more dirt - 465km to be exact. The incentive to keep going 
is knowing that the ‘Welcome to Nhulunbuy’ party on arrival guarantees 
to wash away the dust and to sooth the aches and pains.  

Friday 20 August 2010  School visits followed by the inaugural Variety NT Beach Party Pro Am 
golf tournament (Nhulunbuy Golf Club).

Arnhem’s famous beaches (don’t forget your cameras). 

Sunday 22 August 2010  Beach Party recovery all day breakfast at Nhulunbuy’s famous Surf

The Variety NT Bash 2010 will officially finish  with an 
awards evening hosted at the Nhulunbuy Golf Club with 
a mega Beach Party Bash theme on the Saturday 
evening.   

Sunday will then be spent relaxing by the sea and 
recovering over an all day brunch.  On Monday 23 
August the truck, some officials and whichever Bashers 
want to travel with them will depart very early for the 
drive home.  This will include a full long day run on dirt (a 
bit under 500km) through to Mainoru where we can all 
camp on the Monday evening.  Then on the Tuesday we 
will continue through to Katherine where the officials and 
Bashers can then make their own way home at their own 
pace.  

The trip home will not officially be part of the Bash but will provide support and assist Bashers who want 
to travel that way.  Alternatively Bashers can look at barging their car back to Darwin and flying home 
and we will provide further information on that early in 2010.  

As we are currently negotiating with various accommodation and other service providers, and are still 
very much in the planning stage - please do not  contact anywhere we are going trying to make 
accommodation bookings.  We will have these confirmed in a few months and will make sure you have 
all the details you need to make any additional accommodation bookings you require. 

As this is a Bash where we will be travelling remotely and across some long dirt sections Bashers must 
be willing to do the following to participate: 

·  Travel through prescribed areas during the day without consuming alcohol. There will be two 
days affected by this; 

·  Complete a formal vehicle scrutiny and pass all the requirements. This will be undertaken by our 
officials and further information will be provided; 

·  Have a radio that is fully functioning, that is it can 
clearly receive and make calls. This will be tested at 
scrutineering and the start of the Bash as well as 
throughout; 

·  Carry fuel. We can assist with transport; 

·  Carry an extra spare tyre. We can assist with 
transport; and 

·  Be willing to cross a small number of water 
crossings (yes this is us on the recce!!!!). One or two 
of these crossings may necessitate you being towed 
through or transported on a trailer so you will need a 
reliable front towing point. 

This will be an exciting Bash but logistically it certainly has some challenges!!!!!.  It will be well worth it 
and we cannot wait to get everyone on board next year for the ride. Any questions please feel free to 
contact me otherwise keep up the fundraising and we will have a formal 
brochure on the 2010 Variety NT Bash out at the AGM.
