Planning your Bash

be willing to do the following to participate: 

·  Travel through prescribed areas during the day without consuming alcohol. There will be two 
days affected by this;

·  Carry fuel. We can assist with its transport; 

·  Carry an extra spare tyre. We can assist with transport; and 

·  Be willing to cross a small number of water crossings (yes 
this is one of them!!!!). One or two of these crossings may 
necessitate you being towed through or transported on a 
trailer so you will need a reliable front towing point.
