Due date for Monies (All Monies) 

All Bash fees including car registration, participants fees (for all participants) and 
all fundraising MUST be received at the office or through our bank by close of 

business on Friday 6 August 2010 or you will not be Bashing.  This will also be 
the cut-off for recognising the highest fundraiser (Top Hat Winner).   

 

Extra guests in Nhulunbuy 

You are welcome to invite extra guests to join you in Nhulunbuy.  If you wish to do so you will 
need to find your own accommodation for the nights they are in town (that is they will not be 
able to stay in the Bash accommodation provided by Rio Tinto Alcan as we are already limited 
on room).   

The Walkabout Hotel is across the road from where we are staying and has a special Variety 
price of $135 per double per night.  Accommodation is very tight in town and books out very 
quickly, so if you are looking for a booking then get onto it asap. The number at the Walkabout 

Hotel is (08) 8939 2000.    

The cost for extra guests at the Friday night and Saturday night dinner will be: $120 per person 
for both nights. This must be paid when you pay your participants fees and covers 
entertainment, buses to and from events and dinner both nights.

 Safety First 

Remember you need to ensure you have appropriate safety equipment 
that is current and operational on your vehicle, including a properly 
secured fire extinguisher, dust lights, UHF radio, strong tow rope and 
First Aid kit. 

 

Ambulance Cover 

For the forthcoming Bash we are travelling with an ambulance and team provided by St John’s 
Ambulance in the NT, however you need to know the following: 

If you are transported to Darwin or another city or elsewhere in the ambulance that will be 
on the Bash, this will be free of charge. However if you need to be transported in another 
ambulance (e.g. if the Bash ambulance does a half-way meet with a ambulance from 
Darwin, or another ambulance has to be called to assist with the transport) then there will 
be a charge to the person being transported for the use of the additional ambulance (that 
is other than the Bash ambulance). 

It is therefore recommended all Bashers have one of the following: 

1. Health insurance that covers ambulance transport costs, or 

2. An ambulance subscription.  

If you do not have number 1 above and choose to, St John’s are happy to provide an 

ambulance subscription at $15 person to cover the duration of the Bash.  All you need to do is 
contact St John’s Ambulance on 8922 6200 and ask for ‘holiday cover’ and give the dates you 
would like to be covered for.  This is a 30 day cover only.  You will need to pay St John’s directly 
for the service. 

 

 Theme Day 

As with other Bashes we are having one theme day.  Based on feedback on what has been 
popular previously, this day will be a RED DAY and will be held on the day we travel from 
Noonamah to Goanna Park.  You can come in anything red and there will be prizes – of course - 
for the best team outfits on the day.  So put those thinking caps on and come up with something 
exciting, in red, that fits our Beach Party theme.

If you do this we recommend also booking your flights ASAP.  The flights from Nhulunbuy to 
Darwin or across to Cairns are VERY popular so we suggest getting this confirmed as early as 
you can.
